Organizational Structure
Describe the reporting structure of this position within the department 

This is a regional role that reports directly to the (Regional) Manager, Student Services for day-to-day operational and performance guidance and feedback. This position actively participates on a provincial Student Services Advising Team and is supported by a functional Student Affairs manager (Manager, Student Career, Advising and Financial Supports), who guides the ongoing development of professional advising practice and student support service competencies. Additionally, this role may be asked to participate on internal cross functional provincial teams that are focused on supporting the Mi’kmaw and Indigenous student experience. 
 
Section 2: General Purpose
Briefly describe the general purpose of this position.  Consider “Why does this position exist?” and “What is the position responsible for?”
This position responds to the voice and expectations of the Mi’kmaw community in Mi’kma’ki. It also reflects NSCC’s strategic commitment to Inclusion, Equity, Diversity, Accessibility, and Anti-Racism (IDEA²). It respects and responds to rights and obligations outlined in the Peace and Friendship Treaty, Truth and Reconciliation Calls to Action, the Missing and Murdered Indigenous Women, Girls, and 2-Spirit People Calls to Justice; Colleges and Institutes Canada Indigenous Education Protocols; and the United Nations Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples. Additionally, this position aligns with our legal obligations under the United Nations Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples, Human Rights legislation, and Nova Scotia’s 2022 Dismantling Racism and Hate Act.
The L’nu Indigenous Student Advisor (hereafter called the Advisor) offers mentorship, guidance and support to Mi’kmaw and Indigenous students “…in a way that reflects and honours students’ lived experiences and ways of knowing” (NSCC Educational Equity Policy, 2019). This highly relational role works, in partnership and collaboration with internal campus and college colleagues and external community groups and organizations, to support Mi’kmaw and Indigenous learners across the student life cycle (prospective, current and transitioning out students).  
This role has three main areas of responsibility with respect to student retention and support:
· Supporting incoming students by building early relationships, guiding transitions into the learning community, creating awareness of available supports and services and working with the student to address any barriers identified. 
· Providing proactive, developmental and culturally informed advisement (specifically, advisement which acknowledges and incorporates diverse perspectives, beliefs, and practices) to students based on individualized needs while prioritizing student safety and confidentiality.
· Building relationships with Community, community groups, organizations and agencies to center the Mi’kmaw and Indigenous student experience and support student success both inside and outside the College. 
This position works closely with Student Recruitment as well as NSCC’s Community and Cultural Liaison Coordinators to support engagement with prospective students, build relationships with external Community, and align efforts with NSCC’s equity frameworks. It has a collaborative relationship with Human Rights, Equity, and Inclusion (HREI), playing a role in raising awareness of systemic barriers and issues of racism impacting students and staff.
Advisors collaborate both in person and online within integrated Student Services teams (campus, regional, and provincial). They assist students with accessing a variety of supports aimed at enhancing their academic success. Supports are created based on the individual needs identified and are monitored / adapted as required.

Activity A: Student Support and Guidance    	(65%)

Prospective, Incoming and Current Students:
· Build early relationships with Mi’kmaw communities, its members, organizations and agencies (including IEOs, Student Support Workers in the P-12 system, etc.) as well as students in community, to support student transition to College, thereby contributing to the enhancement of student retention.
· Assist in addressing barriers affecting access to learning, such as financial, academic, and self-identification challenges, while prioritizing student safety and confidentiality.
· Collaborate with Student Recruitment and Community and Cultural Liaison Coordinators to engage and inform Mi’kmaw and Indigenous students about available supports and services at the prospect stage.
· Build awareness and connection to current College supports and services. 
· Assist students in the identification of barriers impacting their learning experience, while supporting student care navigation (linking to on and off campus services) to help students succeed. 

Educational and Career Advisement:
· Guide students in developing academic and career goals through one on one and group advising sessions utilizing a proactive, holistic and culturally informed approach. 
· Direct and engage students in the use of college wide learning tools and resources such as College 101, NSCC & Me, Student Advising Handbook, Connect, etc. This includes providing support in the development of these materials through an equity lens.
· Support career exploration, decision making and connection to transition out employment services.
· Engage in the delivery of financial literacy programming to support student preparedness and overall financial wellness. 
· Support student engagement in NSCC’s externally funded tutoring program for Mi’kmaw and Indigenous students, including assisting in identification of tutors for the program when required, facilitating the student-tutor match, keeping tutor lists current and monitoring the student/tutor experience. 

Community Engagement:
· Coordinate with Elders, Knowledge Keepers and community members to support student learning and self-expression. 
· Engage with community, community organizations, school support workers and youth groups focused on student support and success, in collaboration with other internal college stakeholders. 
· Connect with Mi’kmaw and Indigenous students and guide the facilitation of student affinity groups (on campus/online) to promote peer-to-peer engagement and support, prioritizing student safety and confidentiality.  
· Create, lead and/or facilitate engagement initiatives as well as other activities promoting inclusion, diversity and anti-colonialism, in collaboration with HREI, Student Association, Student Wellness Champions, students, etc.



Activity B: Institutional Collaboration and Advocacy    	(30%)

Campus and College Engagement:
· Build relationships with Academic teams to support Mi’kmaw and Indigenous student learning and development.
· Collaborate with provincial career and employment staff and other college/community partners to offer information and connection to career events and employment fairs.
· Act as a resource for students on access and understanding of academic policies and processes. 
· Use data and insights from current student experience to assist in ongoing development of directed student services (including events and activities) to enhance the supports available to Mi’kmaw and Indigenous students.  
· Participate in campus/regional committees such as PD, Wellness, mentorship programs along with central Student Affairs initiatives. 
· Support campus, regional and college wide event delivery, including Open House, Get Started, Convocation, Test Drive among others to ensure that the Mi’kmaw and Indigenous student experience is represented.

Integrated Service Delivery:
· Collaborate with campus, regional and provincial teams to inform/provide feedback on equity-centered student service delivery.
· Play an integral role in evaluating existing programs, events, services and supports for Mi’kmaw and Indigenous students and developing new events, activities and resources dedicated to their success.
· Partner with Library and Learning Commons team on connecting students to learning supports and skill development programming.
· Promote and facilitate student access to financial support opportunities (e.g. Urgent Aid, Immediate Needs fund, student awards program, external award/funding offerings).
· As required, work in partnership with other advisors and the Student Awards office on the assessment and distribution of allocated funding for Mi’kmaw and Indigenous students.   
· In conversation with and as assigned by the (Regional) Manager, Student Services, provide support to students and activities as part of the greater Student Services team. 
Human Rights, Equity, and Inclusion Support:
· Promote awareness and understanding of human rights, equity and intersectional issues affecting historically and disproportionately impacted equity-deserving students through collaborative work with HREI.
· Collaborate with campus, regional and provincial teams on equity initiatives.
· Participate on internal cross functional provincial teams focused on supporting the Mi’kmaw and Indigenous student experience throughout the student lifecycle. 


Activity C: Professional Development    	(5%)

Ongoing Learning and Skill Development:
· Network with Student Affairs associations (e.g., AACUSS, CACUSS, etc) to learn more about best practices and share collective learning. 
· Engage in self-directed learning and professional practice development with respect to advising, financial literacy, career, wellness and other related topics.
· Continue to enhance technical and facilitation competencies in online and in-person service delivery. 
· Participate in internal and external Communities of Practice to advance personal advising practices.

	Complexity not fully captured in this form includes: The regional nature of the role and the necessity for this advising role to build relationships and work across multiple campuses and in communities where process, procedures, roles, approaches and expectations will vary. The required specialized and unique knowledge and understanding of systemic barriers and lived experience necessary to support Mi’kmaw and Indigenous students.The understanding that any combination of campus Student Service roles (in addition to Central roles including Student Affairs functional leadership, HREI, and Student Recruitment team) could be involved in decision-making and action that happens as a matter of routine in these roles, so significant consultation will routinely be required.An appreciation of the fact that Community expectations and needs vary across the province and within Communities. The term ‘Community’ used in this document refers both to the collective voice as well as to various organizations and groups that make up that Community voice. This advising role may need to respond to both the collective and specific needs of Community. The recognition of the complex relationship management aspects of this role combined with the routine exposure to primary and secondary impacts/trauma, the management of expectation required for ‘presence’ at both campus and in community as dictated by student purpose (consideration of the benefits of in-person support and/or creating community connection in support of student success) and the required specialized knowledge and lived experience necessary to support Mi’kmaw and Indigenous students.The above highlights distinct points of difference between this and other advising positions.
